NJYB RULES FOR 2010

Jackie Robinson 9U

Teams will follow the  AABC  White Book any  rules not addressed in the  AABC  White will follow the American Division Major League Rule Book.    In New Jersey teams will follow the rules set forward by the NJYB (North Jersey Youth Baseball Rules)
Age Cut Off:  A Player may not turn a year older before May 1st 2000
Field Size:   Pitching mound – 46 feet

                     Bases 65 feet

                     Field length minimum 140

Bat Size:  Players may not use a bat no bigger than 2 ¼” in Diameter
Stealing:  Stealing is limited to 4 steals per inning for the entire season. Advancements on passed balls and wild pitches are considered steals but advancing on a wild pickoff throw by a pitcher or catcher is not considered a steal. 
Dropped 3rd Strike: The dropped 3rd strike rule will be in effect starting July 1. No dropped 3rd strike rule in June. 

Bunting:  Batters may bunt but no fake bunts are permitted.   IE:  a Player shows bunt and then pulls back and swings he will be called out

Innings:  A complete game is 6 innings or 3 ½ if the game is stopped due to mercy or any other reason the game may be called (Weather, Time Limit or Darkness)

Pitching:  For the safety of the player no player may pitch more than 6 innings in a 2 day consecutive period

Runs per Inning:  Teams are allowed to score 6 runs per inning except for the last inning where there is no run per inning rule

Mercy Rule:  There will be a 10 run mercy rule after 4 ½ inning if the home team is up or 5 innings if the Visitors re down

Rosters:  Team my not carry more than 20 players on their rosters. Rosters are due to Vince no later than 6/15. 
Umpires:  Home team is responsible for providing umpires.  1 carded umpire is required per game.  Teams will split the cost of the umpires up to $27.50 each. If the umpire costs more than $55, the home team is responsible for the balance.
Ball:  The preferred ball for NJYB/NJABC/AABC is Diamond DOL 1.  If the Diamond Ball is not used it must be a ball equitant to the DOL 1 which is a L 1 Ball

Coaches:   Each team is allowed 1 Manager, 2 Coaches and a Scorekeeper on their bench.  No more than this is allowed.  Umpires will ask anyone else to leave.  All coaches must fill out a coach’s form.

AABC QUALIFIER:

Teams in the league may participate in the NJYB/NJABC qualifier to advance to an AABC world series Tournament being held in Tulsa OK. The NJYB/NJABC qualifier will be for teams who wish to advance to the AABC National Tournament. Qualifier will be held July 8-11, 2010.  
NJYB  State Tournament:    July  29-August 1
All teams that have completed the appropriate amount of games (number to be determined) are eligible for the State Tournament. A blind draw will be held to determine matchups and your season results will determine who gets a home game on the first 2 days of the tournament.
